Water Treatment Process

« The River Suir has hard quality water due to the pre-

Merck Sharp and Dohme annually com-
mission Enterprise Ireland (formerly
Forbairt) to conduct an independent sur-
vey of the river quality both upstream and
downstream of the plant.
