Why so strange you ask?
One time the River Suir was known as the most famous salmon
river in Europe. now its just known as the Suir

Why you ask?

There is probably no one reason. but the possible causes are
overgrowth of vegetation, trees, bushes etc.. and pollution
Salmon and trout fry survive on the amount of food supply
within their environment and the oxygen capacity of the water
flowing in their particular stream.
S0 it stands to reason somebody must give the Suir a long over-
due service
How you might ask?
By cutting back the overgrown trees and bushes. on average
you increase the fish population of the cleared area by S00% to
600%, ¢.g. more light, more growth of plant life. thus more fish
food By creating weirs there is more oxygen generated into the
stream flow, also more depth for pools, increasing the number
of fish that survive to enter the main niver.

Also deflectors and weirs help to keep the stream bed clean of
carpet forming algae which absorbs much of the needed oxygen
at night resulting in fish kills during dry hot spells with low
water levels
